· Can the organization, program, or concept help to reduce food insecurity at the local or global level, or is it a combination of both?
· What are the benefits and drawbacks of the organization, program, or concept?
You will be filling out a graphic organizer using your responses to the above pieces of information. Be sure to write in full sentences, and make sure that your writing is legible and can be read by your classmates.
Grading:
You will be graded for this assignment using a rubric. A level 3 indicates that you have a considerable understanding of the program, organization, or concept, and you make some connections between the program, organization, or concept and the reduction of food insecurity.
