1.  demographer: person who studies patterns and trends in human populations
2. demography: the study of human populations
3. baby boom: a demographic phase marked by an increase in the birth rate of a country and a corresponding population increase
4. echo boom: the demographic phase in which a population increase is created as people born during the post World War 2 baby boom have their own children
5. Generation Z: a term used for children born after the mid 1990's
6. Generation X: a term used for people born between 1960-1980 during the post World War baby boom
7. Twenty-somethings: a term referring to the relatively small group of people born between 1966-1979
8. baby bust: the period of declining birth rates between 1966-1979 after World War 2
9. materialism: a way of life with personal or societal values preoccupied with obtaining material possessions
10. immigration: the migration of people from one country to another, with the intention of taking up permanent residence
11. population pyramid: a type of multiple bar graph used to show the proportions of males and females of different ages in the population of a country
12. cohort: a population age group , such as children less than 5 years of age etc.
13. counterculture: a large group of people in society who express values and behaviours that conflict with society's norms
14. dependency load: a measure of the portion of the national population that is not actively employed. This frequently includes children, youth and seniors
15. fertility rate: the actual number of children had by women
16. replacement level: a population term referring to the number of births required to maintain a stable population
17. pandemic: an outbreak of a pandemic disease
