
Literary Devices to Know  
A stanza  is a group of lines in a poem.

Rhyme is the repetition of end sounds in two or more words or phrases 
that appear close to each other in a poem. 

Rhythm  is the pattern of rhyme through out a poem.



Repetition  is when a word or phase repeats through out a poem.

Alliteration  is when words next to or near each other have the same 
consonant sound.

Onomatopoeia is when a word is spoken the same as the sound it makes.



Simile  is when two ideas are compared using "like" or "as."

Metaphor  is making a direct comparison between two 
things.

Personification  is giving an object human like qualities.



Symbolism is when an object has a deeper meaning; represents an idea.

Hyperbole is an intentional and extreme exaggeration for emphasis or effect.
