1.  Rhymed and Rhythmic Poems: Set structure and rules

2.  Free Verse/Blank Verse: No rules. Very open

3.  Sonnet : fixed, set rules; 14 lines, 3 Quatrains (4 lines) and a rhyming couplet (2 lines of verse joined by rhymes)

Figurative Language
1.Look for the following examples of Figurative Language in your Poems (simile, metaphor, imagery, hyperbole, alliteration etc.)
Metaphor: a figure of speech in which a word or phrase literally denoting one kind of object or idea is used in place of another to suggest a likeness or analogy between them
Simile: a figure of speech comparing two unlike things that is often introduced by like or as
Imagery: figurative language used to convey mental images or pictures
Hyperbole: extravagant exaggeration
Alliteration:  repetition of initial consonant sounds
