ICEBREAKER + ATTENDANCE

Four corners

- There are four signs with four options on four corners around the classroom.

- The T asks questions to the sts. They have to move to one of the corners with the sign that
represents them the most.

- After the sts find their answer, they discuss that question with the people that had the same
answer. They tell each other an experience they had, related to their choices.

- For example, when the T asks which is the sts’ favourite social network, they walk and stand next
to the sign they prefer. The options are Snapchat, Facebook, Instagram and Tik Tok. Then, the
students tell each other 1) why they like that social network, 2) the types of videos they like to
watch the most, or 3) an experience they had with that option they’d like to share with their
classmates.

- After they discuss, the T asks the sts to share their classmates’ answers, promoting active
listening.

- Finally, the T marks attendance.

TEST 2: REVIEW

- Sts make comments about the test. They identify the items and questions they found more
difficult.

- In their groups, they discuss what skills they think they have to improve: listening, writing or
reading.

- They make suggestions on how they would improve their weaknesses.

- The T projects the test on the whiteboard and checks the test with the sts. When they complete the
test together, the T explains the exercises with the most common mistakes.

- The T also explains the answers of those exercises the sts ask him to.

WHILE READING

- The T explains reading strategies: skimming and scanning.

- Using two highlighters, sts colour 1) the words they know, and 2) cognates.
Identify the main idea of the text (skimming).

- Read the text (scanning).

Check predictions.

Complete sentences from the text using relative clauses.

AFTER READING
- In pairs, answer questions about the use of relative pronouns.

- Identify when the relative clause can be left out as it gives extra information.
- Check predictions and talk about what part of the biography they found most interesting, and why.
