
   

 
 

   
 

 
VOICE = projection, pace, pitch, articulation, expressing character’s emotions through the use 
of these vocal elements 
For this VOICE project, you’re going to be picking from a bunch of random telephone 
conversation scenarios. This situation will be the basis for your SCRIPT, which will be 
creating yourself. 
 

Day 1 = Script Writing  
 à Create a short script that starts with picking up the phone and  
      ends with hanging up the phone.   
 à Consider how the conversation will END  

- Will your character slam the phone down? Hang up by accident? Be polite? 
- Know your character’s MOTIVATIONS – the reason for why they’re 

interacting in this particular manner 
 à Understand the emotions the characters are feeling  

–use your voice to show this          “SHOW, DON’T TELL”  
 
(Reminder – if you’re doing this project with a partner, you will need to create two copies of 
the script for the presentation date) 

 

Day 2 = Presentations… 
 - Either by yourself OR with a partner  
  -Partner = two people talking on the phone 
  -Individual = you talking with an imaginary person -we only hear  

your side of the convo  (you’ll have to use many pauses, for the other person 
on the phone to have time to “reply”) 

  
 - Either in front of OR behind the curtain (seen or hidden…you decide!)
