	LESSON QUESTION PROMPTS:
(1) Matching: Trends in Industrial Agriculture: Match the trend to its description.
Specialization; mechanization; chemical and pharmaceutical use; consolidation; market concentration
Answer options: farmers produce one crop instead of so many crops.As a result, the goods are produced on a large scale. This leads to reduce their costs; using agricultural machinery to mechanize the work of agriculture, greatly increasing farm worker productivity; chemicals such as pesticides, herbicides, fungicides, insecticides, and fertilizers used in agriculture to control pests and disease or control and promote growth; going from numerous small operations to fewer, but much larger farms -is central to improving crop yields; results in a 

marketplace with a small number of firms controlling transactions of agricultural goods between producers and consumers--and these firms leverage a dominating amount of bargaining power over both producers and consumers
