Description: 
In groups of 3/4, you will be choosing a topic about a social change event from any time in history and running a 30-minute seminar. Seminars are an important part of university classes, and you will likely have to run one yourself in your university career. Your seminar will inform your classmates about a social change event of your choice.  Here is an exemplar.

You will encourage the class to discuss and analyze the change/event using a variety of perspectives (Psychology, Anthropology, Sociology), generate discussion, give people an opportunity to apply something they have learned and help your classmates see what they have learned. Your seminars will be about 30 minutes long. 

Instructions:
1. Choose an event you are interested in. This could be something from recent time, a subject you have a special interest in, or something from your textbook. 
2. Once you have chosen your topic, confirm with me, so there is no duplication in seminars. Topic selection priority is given to the presenter who speaks with me first.
3. Research your topic and from your research create a seminar that meets the following requirements:
a. Teaching (10 minutes):
i. This is the teaching part of the seminar. Remember that the goal of a seminar is to foster discussion, so this part should be short and to the point! Provide the class with enough information to be able to discuss the topic. 
ii. You can use readings, videos, etc. 
b. Discuss the issue with your group (about 10 minutes):
i. After teaching your group they should be able to discuss what they have learned and what they think about the issue you have chosen.
ii. Please have groups think about your chosen issue from different perspectives (anthropology, psychology, sociology).
iii. You may wish to break your discussion down into parts, split your seminar group into smaller groups or ask group members to think about issues from different perspectives.   
c. Do a learning check to help group members see what they have learned (about 10 minutes):
i. Create an activity/test that will ask group members about key ideas you have discussed. 
ii. Keep your learning check simple and to the point.   Remember that you only have 10 minutes to do it.
d. Complete a self/peer evaluation feedback form at the end of your seminar.   These will be provided for you.   Your job is to hand them out and get them back.   Please return them to me when you have finished looking at them.

Success Criteria:

Teaching: Your lesson is clearly presented. It is detailed (but not too long!), and engaging. You are able to provide the class with relevant background information on your topic. You provide excellent references.
Discussion: The questions you ask are designed to encourage a deeper understanding of the topic. You foster in-depth discussion. 
Learning Check: Your learning check connects clearly to your topic and provides excellent consolidation of the topic. 
Organization: The seminar is well organized and executed. The seminar flows well, and the presenters are clearly prepared.
