

📊 Flow Chart Activity: How the Global Economy Works
🎯 Purpose
Students will visually show how economic globalization works using core, semi-periphery, and periphery nations, based entirely on the PPT.

🧠 Task
Students will create a flow chart that shows how resources, labour, money, and power move through the global economy.
They may work individually or in pairs.

REQUIRED ELEMENTS (Must Include)
Their flow chart must show:
Periphery nation
Raw materials / cheap labour
Low wages
Semi-periphery nation
Processing or manufacturing
Moderate wages
Core nation
Final production, branding, profit
High wages / most profit
Arrows showing:
Movement of raw materials
Movement of finished goods
Flow of money back to the core
One real product
(coffee, iPhone, shoes, clothing)
One negative effect
(exploitation, inequality, environment)
One positive effect
(jobs, lower prices, technology)

🗣️ Presentation Requirement (2 minutes)
Students must:
Explain each step of the flow chart
Use at least 2 unit vocabulary words
Explain who benefits most and why

Clear explanation during presentation (3)
