

Plot Diagram – Araby
1. Exposition (Beginning / Setting)
The story takes place on a dreary street in Dublin, Ireland.
The narrator is a young boy living with his aunt and uncle.
He becomes infatuated with his friend Mangan’s sister and watches her every day.

2. Rising Action (Events that build the story)
The boy thinks about Mangan’s sister constantly and feels strong romantic admiration for her.
She speaks to him and mentions the Araby bazaar (a market).
She says she cannot go.
The boy promises he will go to Araby and bring her something.
He becomes obsessed with the idea and waits eagerly for the day.
On the night of the bazaar, his uncle comes home late, delaying him.

3. Climax (Turning Point)
The boy finally reaches Araby, but it is almost closing.
The bazaar is dark, empty, and disappointing—not magical like he imagined.
He realizes that the fantasy of love he created does not match reality.

4. Falling Action
He understands that his feelings were based on imagination, not real connection.
The bazaar workers barely notice him; he does not buy anything.

5. Resolution (Ending)
The boy feels embarrassed and disillusioned.
He sees himself as foolish for believing in the romantic fantasy.
The story ends with him feeling angry and ashamed
