The speaker is walking in a yellow forest and sees two roads. He cannot travel both roads, so he must choose one.
He looks at both roads carefully. One road looks a little less used, so he decides to take that one.

The poem uses several literary devices:
· Symbolism – The roads represent life choices.

· Imagery – Words like yellow wood help readers imagine the setting.

· Metaphor – The road represents the path of life.
